Who Is Required to Report?

® Faciliies that report to the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA] using the TRl Form R

® Large quantity generators (LQGs| or small
quantity generators (SQGs| of hazardous
waste that report to the TCEQ on the Annual
Waste Summary.

What Does the Law Require?

The pollution prevention planning law requires you to prepare a five-year P2 Plan
and submit documents to the TCEQ by specific deadlines.
